PLAN OF ALLOCATION---YEAR ONE

The Cal-Shake, Inc. Claims Protocol is attached hereto and marked Exhibit A.
The Claims Protocol applies to the Settlement fund established for ¢lass members whose
buildings contain or contained roofing products manufactured by Cal-Shake, Inc. The Settlement
fund applies to Class Members as defined in the Settlement Agreement. The purpose of the
Claims Protocol is to set forth the procedures for submission, processing and resolution of
Claims by members of the Plaintiff Class.

A Cal-Shake class member muét first submit a written claim form to the Cal-

Shake Administrator (“Administrator”). Upon satisfying the criteria set forth in the Claims

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Protocols, Class Members will be eligible for a roof inspection. After a Class Member has
received a roof inspection from a Cal-Shake Inspector (hereinafter “Inspector™), a report will be
submitted to the Administrator by the Inspector stating the size of the roof in total roofing
squares, (a roofing square consists of ten feet squared) and whether the property is eligible for
payment. If the Claim is Eligible, the Administrator will pay the class member pursuant to the
Plan of Allocation.

If a Class Member Claim is determined not to be Eligible, he/she may request an
additional inspection. Further, inspections may be set at such intervals as the Administrator
deems appropriate.

If a Class Member has an Eligible Claim, then the Class Member is entiﬂed toa
settlement payment. The Settlement Amount is based upon the number of Squares contained on
the roof as determined by an Inspector, times the per Square amount.

Upon final approval of the Partial Settlement, and continuing throughout the first year of
the Settlement Claims process, class members with Eligible Claims shall be paid at the rate of one
hundred dollars ($100.00) per square in accordanc¢ with the claims protocols.

At the conclusion of Year One, Class Counsel shall report back to the Court regarding the
Year One distributions, and present for the Court’s approval a Plan of Allocation for the

Settlement fund in subsequent years.
